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Escambia County Urges Support of Long Term Recovery Plan
Escambia County Commission Chairman Grover C. Robinson, IV, attended the Wednesday morning news conference where Secretary of the Navy Ray Mabus unveiled the Long Term Recovery Plan for the Gulf Coast as a result of the Deepwater Horizon Oil Spill.  Secretary Mabus will ask President Obama to urge Congress to dedicate a significant portion of the penalties to the region damaged by the April explosion and resulting oil spill.
Commissioner Robinson would like to express his thanks to Secretary Mabus and his support for Congress to approve the Long Term Recovery Plan.  “As an elected Escambia County official, I support the report that the majority of the funds be spent in this region to foster environmental restoration, economic recovery and improve public health,” said Commissioner Robinson. “It is my hope that Congress supports the detailed recommendations and ensures that the funds be awarded to the Gulf Coast communities that suffered the most significant impacts.”  
Escambia County was the first community in the state of Florida to be impacted by the Deepwater Horizon Oil Spill.  Escambia County Commissioners continue to advocate on behalf of the citizens for complete restoration for the damage.  The Recovery Plan contains seven specific recommendations for Gulf Coast recovery.
