Escambia County Board of County Commissioners
· Hurricane Ida has been downgraded to a Tropical Storm as of the latest weather update.

· A local state of emergency was declared by the Board of County Commissioners at a specially called meeting at the Emergency Operations Center on Sunday evening.  Escambia County is currently under Tropical Storm Warning. Emergency management staff are monitoring TS Ida and coordinating with other local agencies.
· The emergency operation center is fully activated.
